This overview is of a selected area of the Healaugh Pastures and does not extend to
include the pastures immediately north of Healaugh as yet unsurveyed, neither does this survey include
the pastures further east, below the deserted Riddings Farm. For the full extent of the Healaugh pastures
surveyed within the SWALB Project, see Fleming 1998 Figure 9.7.

Finds from the excavations, which were removed to Sheffield for storage, have not been figured within
any of the Interim Reports, included small amounts of roman pottery (including an amphora handle) from
the two stone built phases, native brigantian pottery from the 'pit' feature, a fragment of a D section
opaque white glass bangle,a bronze split finger ring, several beehive querns and a saddle quern reused
inthe paving of tghe hut.

I always regarded the pit feature as a dump deposit resulting from clearance of the occupation deposit
from the foor of the early pre-roman timber phase 1. (SE020993 centre)

Dimensions: See survey plan.

Additional Notes: The association between the settlements which have been dated to the Late Iron Age
and Early Native Roman Periods and the lynchetted field system which extends downslope to the Swale
Flood Plain is of exceptional interest. The strongly lynchetted field boundaries which everywhere abut
and do not cross the settlement platforms and enclosures, points to Late Iron Age origines for the
lynchetted hillslope field system.For details and chronologies see Swaledale Ancient Land Boundary
Project Interim Reports Nos 5,6 and 7, 1988-1990, and Fleming 1998. However, there can be little doubt
that this early field pattern was sustained and observed during all subsequent occupations. Probably for
the reason that the fields are well laid out and have proved to be best suited to the pastoral management of
these steep slopes. At any rate, the present day drystone walls of the Late 18th and Early 19th C. enclosed
fields are all sited at the top of the earlier lynchets.

I have always been of the view that the lynchets were formed by cultivation,as usually understood, by the
process of ploughing (cutting) against a boundary on a slope, however there are also grounds for
believing that these lynchets could also have formed through stock trampling over a very long period, ie
since the Iron Age. The presence of a number of quern, millstone, fragments on the excavated settlement
confirms the processing, if not the growing of cereals during the Iron Age.

Cultivation up and down slope of such steeply sloping fields needs some consideration on the methods
used.

These excavations Directed by Andrew Fleming during three consecutive three week seasons from
1988-1990, of the single house platform with selected trenches through the enclosure wall and eastern
lynchet at Healaugh illustrate the absolute necessity of opening up the whole of the platform so that the
complete structure is revealed at each Phase. Andrew Fleming recorded the plans of each of the three
seperate Phases before proceeding to the next Phase. Each Phase taking One Three Week Season.

It should be assumed that all settlements are likely to be multi phased with several re-occupations. These
phases cannot be recognised unless a sufficient area of a settlement is examined, if necessary over several
seasons.

Description: Unsurveyed.This very unusual site is located at Rispey Wood which is today abandoned and
uncleared stone walled rough pasture or degraded woodland on the steep rough east facing dale/valley
side above Kexwith Beck, see photo 1. This is extremely rough rocky ground in thickest bracken on a
steep hillslope below a quarried outcrop of sandstone. There are no paths to this site and it is very
difficult to see why such a substantial enclosed structure should have been constructed here. The upper
part of the site is crossed by a later, early 18C ruined field wall.

The settlement site recorded here consists of a complex group of structures which includes a circular
deeply recessed hut with what appears to be an eastern entrance lobby and several adjacent rectangular
structures. These structures as a whole may have formed a single substantial multi roomed building
within the rectangular walled yard. The enclosing wall is from 1.2- 1.5m thick and stands to a height of
1.5m at the rear and to about 1.0 m at the front. All the walls which form the structures are substantial and
well preserved but tumbled under bracken. A contemporary field bank runs from the NE corner of the
internal enclosure down to the west bank of Kexwith Beck.

Dimensions: Approximately 75m * 75m overall.Inner rectangular walled enclosure with central structures
30m*30m overall and building complex 30m*30m internally. Unsurveyed

Additional Notes: When first recognised some 30 years ago, I interpreted this settlement as a medieval
shieling or summer shepherd's shelter. However, this is more substantial than the usual simple rectangular
building characteristic of a shieling. I have now concluded that this compex structure could be associated
with Medieval Forest or Deer Management, the residence of the New Forest Warden or Verdurer. To sum
up, the site is undated and undateable due to the absence of any finds and depth of the bracken litter
which covers and masks the ground surface. It is very well worth a visit although a real strggle to reach,
either from below or above.

This Barrow site is located close to the summit of the most prominent of the hills
with wide views across the Vale of Mowbray and at close hand, northward towards Park Gill Head.
Description: False crested complex Round Barrow comprising 3m high earthern central round barrow
with deep, well defined continuous concentric V shaped ditch and a rather low but well defined
continuous concentric outer bank. There is no visible berm between barrow and ditch. This hengiform
monument is located close to but not quite at the summit and on the eastern side of a low eminence or hill
top. It is very near the southern tip of a mature plantation of scots pine. This Barrow was first recognised
by SWAAG Members during recent fieldwork in advance of construction of a new small arms range. The
general state of survival of this iconic monument is extremely good, considering that it has been
overridden by military tracked vehicles.

There are two prominent small standing stones to the west which align with the south east outer bank.
There are the stone holes where other stones have been removed. These stones may possibly be the
remnant of a circular stone setting. The barrow relates, not to the Wensleydale Lowlands as might be
expected but to the area immediately to the north east which is a shallow bowl shaped valley at the head
of Park Gill. This shallow valley is noticably sheltered and the presence of a very large burnt mound
provides evidence for local perhaps seasonal pastoral settlement possibly contemporary with the Barrow.
A further mound of uncertain purpose but which may be a burial mound is located at the centre and at a
low point on the floor of the valley about 215m NE of the barrow.

The general area is rough moorland with patches of heather. There are a few small clearance cairns
located to the north of the Barrow at areas of deeper loessic soil. There are several other burnt mounds
located by calcareous tufa forming springs within 1km to the north of the Barrow, see Survey Maps and
Gazetteer. Also leading to the north east from the Barrow is a very shallow earthwork that in places
looks like a shallow lynchet, and elsewhere a very shallow track.

A series of measurements were made. The mean readings were: diameter 19.4m, outer bank 2.9m, ditch
2.3m, mound 9.3m. There is significant soil creep down the mound, and erosion due to army vehicles
driving through the centre of the barrow. The top of the mound is approximate 3 metres above the
ditch.Bell Barrows are classified as rare in the UK. Approximately 250 have been recorded. Considered
to be built in the early to middle Bronze Age period.

Whereas this barrow bears a superficial resemblance to a Bell Barrow, possibly the most visually
impressive form of round barrow,in the absence of excavation no assignation to specific barrow form is
possible. Accordingly we shall confine our formal description of this previously unrecorded Monument as
a Hengiform Barrow with Wessex Cultural Affinities.

Since the Burial monuments of the Wessex Culture are usually grouped within cemetaries and this barrow
is isolated it should be borne in mind this site is one of a number of isolated round stone built cairns
(earthern barrows are unusual) on the NE Pennine Fringe and that some Skm to the SW there exists a
single entrance henge - Castle Dikes on Flout Moor in Aysgarth Parish. The association of Round
Barrows and Ring Cairns with Burnt Mounds (as at Castle Dikes on Flout Moor) is also well attested.
(Laurie 2003, 2004).

English Heritage describes the reason for scheduling Bell Barrows as:



Bell barrows, are funerary monuments dating to the Early and Middle Bronze Age, with most examples
belonging to the period 1500-1100 BC. They occur either in isolation or in round barrow cemeteries and
were constructed as single or multiple mounds covering burials, often in pits, and surrounded by an
enclosure ditch. The burials are frequently accompanied by weapons, personal ornaments and pottery and
appear to be those of aristocratic individuals, usually men. Bell barrows (particularly multiple barrows)
are rare nationally, with less than 250 known examples, most of which are in Wessex. Their richness in
terms of grave goods provides evidence for chronological and cultural links amongst early prehistoric
communities over most of southern and eastern England as well as providing an insight into their beliefs
and social organisation. As a particularly rare form of round barrow, all identified bell barrows would
normally be considered to be of national importance.

Other known Late Neolithic/ Bronze Age monuments in Wensleydale include: a single entrance henge
(Castle Dikes, Aysgarth),rather few real barrows/cairns, a single free standing stone circle above
Thackthwite Springs on Carperby Moor and are a number of ringworks best interpreted as ring cairns.
Finally there are a number of non microlithic Lithic Scatters (Later Prehistoric Occupation Sites) and
around 90 known Burnt Mounds, see Manby, T.G. 1986 and Laurie, T.C. 2003. It is notable, in support
of the association between burnt mounds and hengiform monuments, that there are two very large burnt
mounds just 800m west of the Castle Dikes Henge,at Haw Beck Springs on Flout Moor.

Additional Notes: The following Notes on Tufa have been provided by John Russell:

The photograph shows a tufa mound around the site of a former spring. Tufa is an outdoor variety of a
stalagmite and these are secondary deposits.

Tufa is a spongy, soft, porous sedimentary rock which exhibits a wide range of colours. It forms mainly
where there are springs and water seeps. It may form, on rare occasions, in river and lakes. Tufa is a soft
carbonate of lime which may envelope animals and plants as it grows. Tufa may have a netted or
reticulate structure and be quite friable.

Travertine is another form of limestone with the same origin as tufa. It is denser and often banded. It may
also be known as drip stone or flow stone. Slowly dripping water in caverns is responsible for stalagmites,
stalactites and columns.

The following notes on Tufa have been provided by John Russell:

Tufa, travertine, flow stone, drip stone and stalagmite (et al)are the result of acid water dissolving
limestone and re-depositing it. The acid water is formed in two ways. It can be created by raindrops
picking up carbon dioxide as the droplet falls through the air. The rain water is converted into a very
weak carbonic acid. The water also becomes more acidic as it runs off the moors through acidic peat
bogs. The acids dissolve the limestone and carry it away as calcium bicarbonate. As the calcium
bicarbonate rich water becomes exposed to the air it begins to evaporate. The calcium bicarbonate loses
carbon dioxide and is deposited as calcium carbonate.

Springs and water seep form mounds of tufa which can be several feet high. The tufa mound in the
photograph is no longer active as the water table has moved. These deposits are seldom very large and
most appear restricted in time to the Quaternary Period. Most of the deposits are on the Millstone Grits
high on the moors over the Swale and Wensleydale valleys.

Studies of this group of rocks yield useful information about paleoclimates. Deposition only takes place
when water is flowing, so if water is locked up by a drop in temperature there is little deposition. Ice Ages

are detected and dated using these rocks.

Tufa can be found in other locations including Mother Shiptona€™s Cave and Dropping Well in
Knaresborough, Janeta€™s Foss at Goredale Scar and How Edge Scars, Whitsundale.

Description: This depression, once a small tarn with open water, has been infilled by calcareous soil
probably of loessic wind blown silt origine. Mole activity on these areas of loessic soil is intense, in
contrast to the surrounding acidic moorland where earthworms and moles are entirely absent. This tarn
which is close to the western boundary of the Range and the road from Leyburn to Grinton is one of
several similar depressions on and close to the footprint of the new Small Arms Range. The presence of
two burnt mounds, see photos, here indicate that the this infilled tarn, possibly open water, was attractive
to human activity during later prehistory.

Chara spp. are non flowering herbs with a stem composed entirely of cellular tissue in a class of their
own, Charaphytes. Chara spp are classified as algae and are not flowering plants. The interest in this plant
lies, firstly, in the fact that it can form dense mats in shallow lakes and has the ability to excrete surplus
calcium carbonate after fertilisation of the spore capsules. The fine grains of calcium carbonate which are
excreted on the spore capsulrs of chara form economic deposits of lacustrine marl present in many lakes.
Secondly the cellular structure is of interest in that the cells are very large and can be used to study cell
development. Finally Chara absorb nutrients through their cell walls and are indicators of high quality
water quality. It follows that any change to the water quality will severely affect the survival of Chara
here.

This is the first identification of Chara sp on Bellerby Moor and it will be interesting to determine
whether the distribution is local or extensive in the calcareous streams of this locality.

Description: This record includes a photograph taken during the late 1980's which shows the woodland on
the earthwork as it existed before Dutch Elm Disease took final toll of the elm trees. The good news is
that several of the ancient wych elms thought to be dead are throwing up young shoots from the root
system.

This raises the question : How old are the saplings from these trees?

Possible answer: The calander age of the sapling 5 years. The genetic age of the sapling: medieval!

Scientific Name: Ulmus glabra

Additional Notes: Andrew Fleming first recognised the significance of the ancient Wych Elms which
were recently such a fine teature of the Lower Pastures of Swaledale. Andrew is seen here counting the
tree rings of the ongrowth from a large elm pollard to determine the date of the previous cuts from the
pollard.

Most elm pollards were last cut around 120-180 years ago.
